The new Deakin Research Institute, BioDeakin draws together and 
builds on the existing strengths in bio-medical and bio-health 
sciences, plant and aquatic biology, biotechnology and bio-ethics. 

The goal is to generate and transform knowledge from biosciences 
research into practical solutions which will advance health, 
environmental, social and economic development in Victoria and 
Australia.

The precinct is home to BioDeakin, and core tenants are 
ChemGenex Pharmaceuticals and Chirogen Pty Ltd.  

The Precinct with ring road access and 54 hectares of development 
land was recognized in the 2004 Geelong biotech cluster study as 
being the logical home for BioGeelong.

nano-technology
Advanced materials and composite research encompasses a 
multi-disciplinary team of over 80 researchers working in collaboration 
with industry partners to develop new materials, material technologies 
and material processing techniques. The focus is nano-technology and 
desktop manufacturing.  

Core tenants are VCAMM, The International Fibre Centre 
and The Centre for Fibre & Polymer Research.  

Core industry partners include Ford, Holden, Toyota, Bradmill, The 
Textile Institute, The Technical Textiles and Non-woven Association 
(TTNA), Australian Wool Innovations (AWI) and CSIRO.

wine science
Deakin’s Centre for Cool Climate Wine Science is officially affiliated 
with the National Wine and Grape Industry Centre (NWGIC) and is a 
joint venture with Charles Sturt University and the Victorian Wine 
Industry Association (VWIA).

The Centre is positioning Victoria on the international wine map 
through its leading edge teaching and R&D program.  

The focus is on landing winemakers on their feet anywhere in the world.

Core industry partners are the Hardy Wine Company, 
VELO and VWIA.

prototyping
The Precinct also offers the ability to facilitate commercial 
development and industrial innovation through providing state-of-the 
art expertise in proof of concept, design, and prototyping.
